The remarkable landing of Chandrayaan-3 has made India the fourth
nation to make a soft landing on the moon.

The mission objectives of Chandrayaan-32 are:
1. To demonstrate Safe and Soft Landing on Lunar Surface

2. To demonstrate Rover roving on the moon and
3. To conduct in-situ scientific experiments.

The Chandrayaan - 3 mission is considered to be a soft landing
as It refers to landing at a gentle, controlled speed to not

sustain damage to a spacecraft. =N * |
. :

The Chandrayaan-3 Lander has solar panels on four sides,
instead of only two in Chandrayaan-2. This was done to ensure
that the Lander continued to draw solar power, even if it landed
in a wrong direction, or tumbled over. At least one or two of its
sides would always be facing the Sun, and remain active.

The six payloads on the Vikram lander and rover Pragyan
remain the same as the previous mission. There are four
scientific payloads on the lander to study lunar quakes, thermal
properties of the lunar surface, changes in the plasma near the
surface, and a passive experiment to help measure the distance
between Earth and the Moon accurately. The fourth payload
comes from NASA.

There are two payloads on the Rover, designed to study the
chemical and mineral composition of the lunar surface and to
determine the composition of elements such as magnesium,
aluminium and iron in the lunar soil and rocks.
